Competition Standards 2010

The NEA is mandated to promote equestrian sport within our province by encouraging participation, and promoting education and excellence.  To help reach these goals for domestic (local / provincial) sport the NEA this year will introduce to our members the Provincial NEA Heritage Circuit.

It is based on the Saskatchewan Heritage Circuit rules. The Saskatchewan Equestrian Federation has generously offered these rules for our use. The NEA can amend the rules for our circuit. The Saskatchewan rulebook includes a section for a higher-level competition circuit called the Prairie Cup that we will not be starting this year. 

Competition organizers who choose to hold shows under the NEA Provincial Heritage Circuit will be governed and sanctioned by the NEA. 

The NEA Heritage Circuit Classes may include Jr. A, B, C, Adult and Open. As per the Saskatchewan Rules, shows may offer just junior or subdivide to A, B and C. 

 Shows do not have to offer Open classes as all adults can compete together. No one is restricted to showing only Open.

 Shows may choose to split adults by offering novice adult rider.

 Division awards will only be given for the overall high point adult and junior horse/rider combination except in Equitation. Horse/Rider combinations will accumulate points from a maximum of 2 classes per division (ie. Junior and Open Hack, Adult and Open Barrels, etc.) All competitors may enter their age-restricted class and any open class offered. 

1. Western Performance including Western Pleasure, Trail, Reining and Western Riding

2. English Performance including English Pleasure, Road Hack and Show Hack

3. Dressage including CADORA Walk Trot A, B, & C, Training Level A, B, C & D and First Level A, B, C & D

4. Western Speed Events including Barrels, Poles, Keyhole and Figure Eight Stakes Race

5. Hunter Division including cross rail, 2’ Hunter, 2’3” Hunter, 2’6” Hunter.
6. Equitation including Showmanship (English and Western allowed), Western Horsemanship, English Equitation flat, Hunt Seat Equitation over fences

7. Pleasure Driving including Turn Out, Working and Reinsmanship
Any or all classes and/or divisions can be offered in a show. Competitions may offer other classes (such as novice horse, breed specific classes, etc.) but these classes will not count for Year End Award points. 

EC Bronze, Silver or Gold competitions will be managed, governed and sanctioned solely by Equine Canada. Competition organizers who wish to hold EC competitions must deal with Equine Canada directly. The NEA will advise and assist members wherever possible.  
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Specific Information for Show Organizers and Competitors

1) Competitions should contact the NEA competitions director to notify them of the date they wish to hold their show. With our small number of competitors, the NEA will try to coordinate show dates to encourage maximum participation. 

2) A copy of the Saskatchewan Heritage Circuit Rules will be provided to shows asking for sanctioning in this circuit. Show organizers can offer English and/or Western in their shows. 

3) Shows wishing to be sanctioned as part of the NEA Heritage Circuit must submit an Application Form and Final Copy prize lists at least 4 weeks prior to the show date and include a $25 permit fee.   

4) Competitions are required to submit proof of competition insurance with the application and final prize list.

5) The NEA competitions director must approve Judges for this circuit. A list of provincially approved judges will be available on our web page. Other certified judges such as National General Performance, Discipline or Breed judges may be guest carded for approval upon request. 

6) Due to our small equestrian community, some of the rules in the Officials and Entries section may need to be overlooked for volunteer officials other than the judge (ie. steward, ring master, course designer, etc.).  

7) Drug testing will not be required.

8) NEA membership is required for all competitors. Competitors should submit a photocopy of their membership card with their entry form.

9) The Show secretary must ensure there is proof of the competitor’s NEA membership by seeing a submitted copy of a current membership card or by checking with the NEA web page membership list (www.horsenewfoundland.com). If there is no proof of membership the secretary must complete the NEA Membership form, collect the fee and mail it to the NEA:

10) Age categories and divisions will be as outlined in the Saskatchewan Heritage rules. Points will be tabulated using the point system in the rulebook (ie. if fewer than 5 horses, points will be reduced as follows: 

     4 horses: 1st – 5points, etc.

     3 horses: 1st – 4points, etc.

11) Horse/Rider combinations will accumulate points without the need for the nominations process used in Saskatchewan

12) Helmets are required for all junior competitors English and Western and are strongly suggested for all competitors (especially speed events).

13) Safety is of the highest priority. All shows are required to abide by the Safety and Risk Management section in the rules. These include having a person or committee who is responsible for assessing all possible safety, risk and liability issues. These persons should ensure their show has insurance, liability waiver, first aid available, a show safety checklist and an emergency plan of action including a form for written documentation of accidents or incident. Also they should ensure there are rules and regulations for participants and spectators; and clear signage to alert persons of any dangers should be in place. The safety committee or person should also be present at the show to ensure policies and procedures are followed. 

14) Animal welfare and the humane treatment of horses should also be a high priority for show organizers. As noted in the rules, abuse or inhumane treatment will not be tolerated and must be reported.

15) The NEA will not be providing any ribbons for shows but will provide examples of forms to help run the show, including a show secretary checklist, class entry sheet, judging sheets, consents and competition results forms. We will tabulate results that are submitted for year-end awards. The submission of results for point tabulation should be within 20 days of the competition. Late submissions may result in an administration fee of $50 being charged to the show, to get points earned added to the circuit.

16) The NEA will offer year end awards in the following categories:

· Heritage Provincial Class Champion  -- awarded to Junior, Adult horse/rider combination champion in each Heritage Class

· Heritage Junior Provincial Division Champion  -- awarded to Division Jr. High Point in Western, Hack, Dressage Hunter and Western Speed. 

· Heritage Adult Provincial Division Champion  -- awarded to Division Sr. High Point in Western, Hack, Dressage, Hunter and Western Speed.

· Heritage Provincial Equitation Champions  -- awarded to top Junior A, B and C and top Adult competitors in: Showmanship, Horsemanship, English Equitation and Hunt Seat Equitation Over Fences.  Points accumulated in equitation do not count towards any other awards.

· Heritage Pleasure Driving Champion  -- awarded to the top provincial horse/driver combination.

· **New** Nfld Pony Award – will be awarded to recognize the versatility of the Nfld Pony, by keeping record of the points earned by Nfld Ponies entered in all NEA Heritage classes, English or Western. As not all Nfld Ponies have papers, to have points accumulated for this award, Nfld Pony riders must submit a request to have their pony nominated for this award.  

· Sportsmanship Award, Horsemanship Award, Horse of the Year, Volunteer of the Year, Horse Industry Builder of the Year.
